A true copy of this last Will and Testament of Gabriel Lount the elder  of the Township of Whitchurch in the Home District and Province of  Upper Canada.



In the name of God amen

I, Gabriel Lount,  ? of the Whitchurch in the County of York, in the Province of Upper Canada, through age and infirmities am become weak in body, but thanks to God of sound mind and memory, therefore called to mind the mortality of my body and knowing that it is appointed for all men once to die.  Do make and ordain this my last will and Testament in First order and direct that all my funeral expenses and just debts be paid (by my executors hereinafter mentioned) out or my personal Estate.

Second, It is my will that I order and allow to my beloved wife Philadelphia shall live and remain on the farm or Plantation on which I now reside, and in the mansion house, there on, for and during her natural life (or pleasure) that she shall have the use of all or any of the property on said farm, she may have occasion for, and she shall again for her own use one third part of all the grain, hay and meat raised on said farm, to be bona fide her property, also two cows and six sheep to obtain by her out of the stock, ? the ? bedding Bureau, corner cupboard, her choice of the pots, the kettles, and dishes, the silver spoons, a mahogany table, a ten plate stove with the stand.  Third I also will and bequeath to my said wife Philadelphia all the moneys outstanding when collected, and all my just debts paid (if required) then it is also my will that my said wife may have the use of a horse to use at any time she may deem necessary.

Fourth I also order and direct, that my son Gabriel may live on and farm my said Plantation, as  farm shall have the use of the horses, cattle and hogs all the farming utensils and anything else on the said farm, not otherwise disposed of to my beloved wife Philadelphia, and shall deliver to my said wife yearly and every year one third of all the grain hay and meat raised on the said farm, the remaining two thirds grain hay and meat, it is my will that it remain to my said son Gabriel.

Fifth I will and bequest to my said son Gabriel, at the decease of my beloved wife Philadelphia my said farm or Plantation on which I now reside for his use and benefit of him, his heirs and  assigns forever with all the farming utensils live stock that may be on said farm at her decease.

Sixth I will and bequeath to my son George the following lots of wild land in the Township of Tecumseth in the County of Simcoe

Also to my said George I will and bequeath the following lands in West Gwillimbury, County of Simcoe aforesaid the whole of lots no 2 in the 8th concession, 200 acres, the whole of lots number 12 in the 13 Delta(?) 200 acres.  Six hundred acres of land in Tecumseh, and four hundred in West Gwilliambury making together one thousand acres of land all of which land aforesaid I will and bequeath to my son George for his own proper use and benefit of him his heirs and assigns forever. 

Seventh I will and bequest to my son Samuel and my three daughters Mary Hawk, Jane Pearson and Susannah Wells all the residue of my wild lands and it is my will that it be divided equally or in a equal like a manner as may be, between my four children aforesaid for their own proper use and benefit severalty to them their heirs and assigns forever by my Executor hereafter mentioned

Lastly I do hereby nominate and appoint my son George Lount and likewise my son Gabriel Lount to be my Executors and my wife Philadelphia Lount to be my Executrix to this my last Will and Testament hereby revoking and annulling all previous or other wills by me here to fore
